Mojkovac - The ancient mining
town

Leaning on three mountain chains - Bjelasica, Sinjajevina
and Proséenske mountains - is Mojkovag, its’ name is de-
rived from locally produced silver coins.

Near Mojkovac is the mine Brsko-
vo, which is popular for its” silver
coins and was mentioned for the
first time in 1253 when Sax miners
settled there. The most famous of
the cultural and historical monu-
ments is the medieval monastery
of St. George in Dobrilovina,
where the first school in Potarje
was founded in 1870. Bjelasica
mountain, which spreads over a
major part of the municipality of
Mojkovac, has a true abundance
of natural beauty during both win-
ter and summer months. In winter,
the quiet slopes of Bjelasica pres-
ent a challenge to skiers, and in
the summer it’s a true paradise for
hikers and nature lovers.

Bijelo Polje - The breath of the
Orient

Bijelo Polje stands for “white fields” so called because of
millions of chamomiles that cover the surrounding hills in
spring and early summer - a magnificent sight.

Situated between the mountains
of Bjelasica in the south and Lisa
in the north, Bijelo Polie has all
the advantages of this inspiring
geographical location. It is a pic-
turesque city surrounded by rich
pastures, wells and large forests.
Archeological remains show that
this region was inhabited in Neo-
lith and Bronze Ages. Enthusiasts
can visit the Neolithic remains (at
Bjedizéi), as well as evidence of II-
lyrian and Roman civilisations. A
significant landmark in Bijelo Polje
the church of Saint Peter and Paul
which houses the Gospel of Miro-
slav. This is one of the oldest and
the most beautiful scriptures writ-
ten in Cyrillic on hide, decorated
with initials and miniatures of vivid
colours and gold.

There is also the church of Saint
Nicola where there is a rich library
and restored frescos. Bijelo Polje
is a place of character and con-
frasts.

Because of its location there is
no direct access to the local hik-
ing trails from Bijelo Polie. To get
to hiking path 309 take a bus to
Ravna Rijeka — the trail starts at the
bus station.

Berane - The power
of the forest air

Berane Municipality is located in the eastern part of Bjela-
sica. It is surrounded by the high mountains of Bjelasica,
Cmiljevica and Komovi and divided by the spectacular Lim

River.

Berane was established as a set-
tlement in the Middle Ages during
the Budimljanska episcopacy. The
cultural and historical heritage
includes the archeological sites
of Berankr§ and Budimlja, sacral
monuments: 13th century Mon-
astery Djurdevi Stupovi (the Pillars
of St. George) Monastery Celije,
Monastery Sudikova, city mosque,
monument  “Sloboda”  (Liberty
Monument) at Jasikovac as well as
numerous indigenous items of folk
architecture in villages and katuns,
houses, huts and water mills. Ka-
tuns Pesi¢a rupe and Sigka are very
picturesque and attractive. There
is the Polimski Museum and the
memorial house of Vojvoda Gav-
ro Vukovi¢ in the centre of town.
The whole area provides excellent
recreational opportunities. There
are numerous peaks exceeding

2000m, glacial lakes and exten-
sive forests with diverse flora and
fauna to inspire you to take long
walks and hiking tours. In winter
skiing is available at the Lokve ski
centre located at kilometer 14 from
Berane on the Podgorica- Berane-
Belgrade road.

Even though some hikers like to
take a car or taxi to start their tour
in Lubnice or Jelovica it is pos-
sible to start your hike on path 307
from the centre of Berane, by the
Monastery Djurdevi Stupovi. This
means you are not dependent on
other means of transport except the
local bus.

Andrijevica - Embraced with
mountains

Andrijevica is a small, charming town, a jewel for those
who love to enjoy wonderful views over the surrounding

mountains.

The town of Andrijevica is located
on a natural terrace in the val-
ley of the Lim River 15 km south
from Berane. It is situated at the
crossroads of the main road Bijelo
Polie- Berane-Plav and the old
road over the Trednjevik saddle
towards Matesevo.and Podgorica.
The first traces of settlement date
from the 12th century, when King
Andrija established the church An-
drijevica on the left bank of the
river Lim (later destroyed by the
Turks). At that time Andrijevica
was not only the spiritual but also
the cultural centre of the region.
The most important cultural sight
is the Church of Saint Archangel,
dating from 1887 built by King
Nikola; and KnjaZzevac Park with
many historical monuments which
are also a landmark of this small
town. Anrijevica seduces the visitor

with its authentic architecture and
mountainous charm. The ripple of
water, the smell of medicinal plants
and the whisper of the forest will
revive you.

This small town with a population
of around 6000 people is an ide-
al starting point for hiking on the
Bjelasica Mountain and also on
the mountains of Komovi, Vizitor
and Prokletije. The town can be
reached by bus, mainly from Be-
rane
